	The chicken crossed the road  (in order) to get to the other side.

	Result
	so word + ut: tam, ita, sic, adeo, tantus, tantum, talis, tot, etc.
	Iocus erat tam ridiculus ut ridens ad terram ceciderem.
	The joke was so funny that I fell to the ground laughing.

	Indirect Question
	question word: quis, quid, ubi, quo, quot, quo modo, etc.
	Nescivi quis esses.
	I did not know who you were. 

	Indirect Command
	Command verb + ut: mando, persuadeo, hortor, oro, rogo, moneo, etc.
	Brutus Caesari persuasit ne discederet.  
	Brutus persuaded Caesar not to leave.

	Cum Clause
	cum (duh!)
	Cum Octavius erat iuvenis, Caesar a senatoribus interficeretur. 
	When Octavius was a young man, Caesar was killed by senators.

	Condition
	Si, nisi
	Nisi senatores Bruto persuasisset, Caesar vixisset. 
	If the senators had not persuaded Brutus, Caesar would have lived. 

	Optative
	utinam
	Utinam Caesar viveret!
	If only Caesar were alive!

	Hortatory/Jussive
	Present subjunctive as the main verb, often the 1st word
	Festinemus ad forum.
	Let’s hurry to the forum.

	Deliberative
	Present subjunctive as a main verb in a question
	Quid faciam?
	What should I do?

	Fearing
	fear verb: metuo, timeo +ut/ne
	Timeo ne Antonium Cleopatram amet!
	I fear that Antony loves Cleopatra. 
N.B. Translate the subjunctive clause the opposite (i.e. negative) of what is written.
